Read Exodus 32:7-10. How do these verses align with my image of
God? How do | overlook the anger of God in my life?

God’s Judgment is always balanced by (Exodus 32:14)

How do | balance grace and judgement in my life? As | view others?

In what area of my life do | need to confess an idol that keeps from a
deeper relationship with God?

To whom may God be asking me to grant grace to, even as he has
extended it to me?
